The name of the incorporated association is the Australian Chinese Medical
Association Incorporated (in these Rules called “the Association”).

Definitions

In these Rules, unless the contrary intention appears-
“Act” means the Associations Incorporation Act 1981;
“Committee” means the Committee of Management of the Association;

“financial year” means the year ending on 30th June;

“general meeting” means a general meeting of members convened in
Accordance with Rule 13.

“member” means a member of the Association;

“voting member” means an ordinary, senior or life member of the
Association;

“ordinary member of the Committee” means a member of the
Committee who is not an officer of the Association under Rule 22;

“Regulations” means regulations under the Act;

“relevant documents” has the same meaning as in the Act.

In these Rules, a reference to the Secretary of an Association is a
reference:

2.2.1 if a person holds office under these Rules as Secretary of the
Association to that person; and

2.2.2 inany other case, to the public officer of the Association.



Alteration of the rules

These Rules and the statement of purposes of the Association must not be altered
except in accordance with the Act.

Membership

4.1 There shall be the following categories of membership:

Honorary members shall be such persons as the Committee thinks
fit to elect. Honorary members may attend general meetings but
shall not be entitled to vote or be elected to office.

Senior members shall be such members as the Committee elects as
senior members and who shall have no obligation to pay the annual
subscription fee.

Life members shall be such members who have paid the relevant
application and life membership fee and the Committee elects as
life member. Life members shall have no further obligation to pay
annual subscription fees but will be obliged to pay other levies as
they arise from time to time.

4.1.4(a) Associate Members shall be persons elected by the Committee as

associate members who are not of Chinese origin, are medically
qualified, and interested in the practice of medicine amongst
persons of Chinese origin. Associate members have no voting
rights.

4.1.4(b) Affiliate members shall be spouses or de facto partners of current

financial ordinary members, as defined in Rule 4.1.5. Such
membership will cease if the marital or de facto relationship
terminates or if the ordinary member becomes unfinancial as
defined in Rule 5.4. Affiliate members have no voting rights.

Ordinary members shall be such members as the Committee elects as
ordinary members and who can demonstrate to the Committee that
they:

Student members shall be persons elected by the Committee as
student members providing such persons are full-time medical
students in the final 1 year of study for a medical course at a
recognised Victorian university; and who have a potential interest
in the practice of medicine amongst persons of Chinese origin.
Student Members shall have no voting rights and need not be of
Chinese origin.

Notwithstanding Rules 4.1.1 to 4.1.6, the Committee may, in its
absolute discretion, from time to time determine additional
categories of membership and, subject to these Rules, elect persons
to be members of such additional categories.

A person who applies and is approved for membership as provided in these
Rules is eligible to be a member of the Association on payment of the
entrance fee and the annual subscription fee payable under these Rules.

A person who is not a member of the Association at the time of the
incorporation of the Association (or who was a member at that time but has
ceased to be a member) must not be admitted to membership unless:

he or she applies for membership in accordance with Rule 4.4; and

the admission as a member is approved by the Committee.

An application of a person for membership of the Association must:
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be made in writing in the form set out in Appendix 1; and

be lodged with the Secretary of the Association.

As soon as practicable after the receipt of an application, the Secretary must
refer the application to the Committee.

The Committee must determine whether to approve or reject the application.

If the Committee approves an application for membership, the Secretary
must, as soon as practicable:

4.7.1 notify the applicant in writing for the approval for membership; and

the sum payable under these Rules as the entrance fee and
the first year’s annual subscription.

The Secretary must, within 28 days after receipt of the amounts referred to in
Rule 4.7, enter the applicant’s name in the register of members.

An applicant for membership becomes a member and is entitled to exercise
the rights of membership when his or her name is entered in the register of
members.

If the Committee rejects an application, the Committee must, as soon as
practicable, notify the applicant in writing that the application has been
rejected.

A right, privilege, or obligation of a person by reason of membership of the
Association:

4.11.1 is not capable of being transferred or transmitted to another person;
and

4.11.2 terminates upon the cessation of membership whether by death or
resignation or otherwise.

5. Entrance fee and subscription

The entrance fee will be determined from time to time by the Committee and
set out in Appendix 4.

Subject to Rule 5.5, an annual subscription fee for each category of
membership will be determined from time to time by the Committee and set
out in Appendix 4.

Full subscription fees are payable in advance on or before the 1st January of
the current financial year The Committee may reduce the first year’s annual
subscription fee for newly elected members to account for any period of first
year membership that is less than 12 months.

A member is deemed to be financial if he or she pays both the entrance fee
and the relevant annual subscription fee before 1% March of the current
financial year, or as at such other date as the Committee in its absolute
discretion may determine Subject to Rule 5.5, if any subscription fee is not
paid by 1st March in any year, or as at such other date as the Committee in its
absolute discretion may determine, the non-paying member is deemed to be
unfinancial.

No annual subscription fee shall be imposed on life or senior members. For
all categories of membership, the Committee may approve the suspension of
either the entrance fee or annual subscription fee, if applicable, or both for
such period and upon such terms as the Committee shall determine.

Register of members

The Secretary must keep and maintain a register of members containing:

The register is available for inspection free of charge by any member upon
request.

A member may make a copy of entries in the register.

A member of the Association who has paid all moneys due and payable by a
member to the Association may resign from the Association by giving one
month’s notice in writing to the Secretary of his or her intention to resign.

Subject to these Rules, if the Committee is of the opinion that a member has
refused or neglected to comply with these Rules, or has been guilty of
conduct unbecoming a member or prejudicial to the interests of the
Association, the Committee may by resolution:

8.1.2 suspend that member from membership of the Association for a
specified period; or

8.1.3 expel that member from the Association.
A resolution of the Committee under Rule 8.1 does not take effect unless:

A meeting of the Committee to confirm or revoke a resolution passed under
Rule 8.1 must be held not earlier than 14 days, and not later than 28 days,
after notice has been given to the member in accordance with Rule 8.4.

An annual general meeting of the Association shall be held within five
months after the end of the financial year as defined, on a date, time and
place determined by the Committee.

If a special general meeting is convened by members in accordance with this
rule, it must be convened in the same manner so far as possible as a meeting
convened by the Committee and all reasonable expenses incurred in
convening the special general meeting must be refunded by the Association
to the persons incurring the expenses.

Special business

All business that is conducted at a special general meeting and all business that is
conducted at the annual general meeting, except for business conducted under the rules
as ordinary business of the annual general meeting, is deemed to be special business.
